Robbery SWABY ROAD 24/10/2007 2005 13 year old black male demanded property, threatened to stab victim then chased him. He was EARLSFIELD

personal wearing a striped top and jeans.

Robbery THURLEIGH ROAD 29/10/2007 2120 Two thieves threatened victim with a knife ( not seen) and took property. One was a slim 25 year EARLSFIELD

personal old black male in a grey hooded top and dark tracksuit trousers.

Robbery FRANCISCAN ROAD 25/10/2007 0045 15 year old white male attempted to grab victim's bag, but ran off when she hit him. He was GRAVENEY

personal wearing a large grey hooded top, black trousers and a black woollen cap.

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Two 16 year old black males on pedal cycles rode up behind victim and attempted to snatch her GRAVENEY
bag. One wore a dark jacket over a white hooded top and dark trousers and the other had dark
trousers and a beanie hat.

Thief, no description, attempted to take victim's laptop. GRAVENEY

Two 24 year old black males attempted to steal cash box. Both wore green hooded top; one had GRAVENEY
a camouflage baseball cap and the other had stonewashed jeans.

16 year old male, possibly dark-skinned, in a dark hooded jacket, ran up behind victim and GRAVENEY
snatched victim's bag.

Two 16 year old black males held victim around neck whilst the other pulled her shoulder bag NIGHTINGALE
from her. One was dressed in a white tracksuit and the other had a navy tracksuit and a black

woollen hat with a peak. Both rode pedal cycles.

Three thieves punched victim, searched him and stole property. 1) Aged 12, male, black, ina  NIGHTINGALE
beige jacket 2) male, black, aged 18, in a white hooded top with a red stripe 3) male, black, aged

16, in a grey hooded top.

Whilst victim was sitting in car a black male, dressed in a light grey hooded top, dark trousers NIGHTINGALE
and a dark scarf with white stripes, broke the front passenger window and stole two bags.

Three 16 year old black males entered shop, put a knife to staff member's throat and stole TOOTING

cigarettes and cash. Two had dark clothing and one had a black jacket; they all wore scarves

covering their faces and gloves.

As victim sat outside coffee shop her bag was snatched from her lap by a 40 year old white male TOOTING
in a blue jumper and jeans.

24/10/2007 1920 Intruder slipped latch on front door then forced doors of two ~ BEDFORD
flats, entered and stole property.

10/10/2007 1800 Intruder entered flat and stole property. EARLSFIELD

30/10/2007 1430 Burglar climbed over rear fence, then forced window, entered FURZEDOWN
and stole laptop computer.

26/10/2007 2000 Intruder entered and stole property. FURZEDOWN

30/10/2007 1900 Thief entered several rooms and stole property. GRAVENEY

24/10/2007 1810 Thief slipped latch on communal front door then entered NIGHTINGALE

through open door of flat and took property.



Burglary HESLOP ROAD 24/10/2007 0940 24/10/2007 1810 Intruder slipped communal door latch and forced door of flat, NIGHTINGALE

dwelling then stole items.
Burglary HESLOP ROAD 24/10/2007 0945 24/10/2007 1800 Burglar gained entry to communal area then forced open door NIGHTINGALE
dwelling of flat and took property.
Burglary COVERTON ROAD 29/10/2007 0845 29/10/2007 1845 Intruder entered, searched premises and stole property. TOOTING
dwelling
Burglary FAIRLIGHT ROAD 23/10/2007 1130 23/10/2007 1145 Two 30 year old white males, one in a navy top and black TOOTING
dwelling trousers, posed as carpet fitters to gain entry, then stole

property.
