The Police and other organisations refer victims of crime to Victim Support; however some people feel able to ‘pop in’ to one of
our branches to ask for assistance.

FLaSH - free home security and fire safety checks are available for all residents in the borough, including the installation of free smoke detectors
and locks on doors and windows where required.
