Tooting Crime Briefing
10 January, 2008

Attached are details of the street crimes and burglaries reported to Tooting police between 3 January and 10 January, 2008
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STREET CRIME

Method Ward

Three white males pushed victim, punched him in the face, stabbed him twice in the legs and BEDFORD
demanded his money. They then stole his mobile phone. One was aged about 20, in a grey Nike
hooded top.

Two black males held victim by throat and demanded money. 1) Aged 18, in blue jeans and a black EARLSFIELD
jacket 2) aged 20, in a red silk patterned tracksuit top, blue tracksuit trousers and a white baseball

cap.

Three 20 year old black males , one in a dark hooded duffle coat and a dark baseball cap, asked EARLSFIELD
victim for a cigarette. They then searched his pockets.

Victim was followed off bus by three 13 year old males who demanded her phone and threw FURZEDOWN
something at her face. 1) Black, in a havy blue body warmer, light blue jeans and white Nike trainers

2) white, in a blue jacket, blue tracksuit trousers and a navy beanie hat 3) black, in a black hooded

coat and a hat and blue jeans.

Two 17 year old Asian males asked victim for his phone, then punched him in the head and face. GRAVENEY
They both wore dark clothing with dark hooded sweatshirts.

Three black males threatened and intimidated victim and forced him to hand over cash, then stole his NIGHTINGALE
phone. They were aged 20, 21 and 25; no further description available.

Two black males held a pointed object against victim's back and demanded money. The victim TOOTING
refused and they then stole money and a phone from her bag.

Three white males, age 17-19, kicked victim and stole his mobile phone. TOOTING

Method Ward
Glass in communal door smashed in attempt to enter. BEDFORD
Thief broke into flat and stole items. BEDFORD

Intruder entered second floor flat and stole a green laptop. He was a black male, BEDFORD
aged about 30, in a dark jacket, light trousers and a dark woollen hat.

Burglar forced door, searched premises and stole property. BEDFORD
Thief broke back window, entered flat and stole. BEDFORD
White female in a black coat used credit card in attempt to slip latch. BEDFORD
Intruder kicked front door several times in attempt to force it open. BEDFORD
Burglar forced front window, entered and removed property. EARLSFIELD

Intruder entered communal hallway then broke door of flat of its hinges, entered EARLSFIELD
and removed property.

28 year old male, Mediterranean appearance, attempted to enter through front EARLSFIELD
door.

28 year old white male entered building under renovation. He was wearing a grey EARLSFIELD
jumper, blue jeans and light trainers, and was carrying a dark bag.

Glass in front door broken and door frame forced by burglar. EARLSFIELD

Two 35 year old white males broke side window and entered, leaving when FURZEDOWN
challenged by victim. One wore dark trousers and a black leather jacket.

Intruder entered through kitchen window at side of building. FURZEDOWN

Black male, aged 43, broke window in attempt to enter. He was wearing a dark FURZEDOWN
top, blue jeans and a light colourer cap.

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Intruder broke in, searched premises and stole property.

Burglar removed slats from louvre window, entered and stole property, then left
through back door.

Two intruders entered through ground floor window and took property. 1) White,
aged 37, male 2) black, aged 45, male.

Intruder slipped latch on door but was prevented from entering by door chain.
The occupants woke and he made off.

Burglar broke rear ground floor window, entered and stole property from
bedroom.

Burglar wearing a purple hooded jacket forced rear window and attempted to
enter but left when the occupiers woke and shouted.

Thief forced rear window, entered and stole property.

Intruder entered back garden over wall, then entered house through window,
stole items and left through kitchen door.

Burglar entered communal hallway and attempted to force door of flat.

Intruder entered through communal door and door of flat by slipping latches, but
was prevented from entering another flat by deadlock.

Burglar climbed wall into rear garden, broke kitchen window and damaged door,
but failed to gain entry.

Intruder slipped latch, entered and stole.

Intruder forced rear kitchen door with tool, entered and stole property from each
room.

Glass cut out of front kitchen window in attempt to enter.

Intruder entered ground floor flat and took items.
