1) GRAVENEY
personal Male, aged 16, black, in a dark red blazer and carrying a bag
property 2) aged 15, male, black, in an orange and brown striped hood
3) black, wearing a cap.
Robbery FOUNTAIN ROAD 05/04/2007 0505 As victim was walking to work a male ran up behind her, TOOTING
personal pushed her against a wall and stole her bag.
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Intruder entered and stole games console, Ipod, cash BALHAM
and games, leaving when disturbed by occupiers.

He was a white male, aged about 21, in a brown top

and brown trousers.

Burglar entered and stole property from ground and BALHAM
first floor, making off when disturbed by occupier.

21 year old white male forced front door, then BALHAM

searched premises, disturbing victim in her bedroom.

20 year old black male kicked out panel in front door BALHAM
and broke window in attempt to enter. He was
wearing a black t-shirt and black jeans.

Burglar forced entry and stole. BALHAM

Burglar broke in through wooden front door and stole BALHAM
items.

Thief entered and stole. BEDFORD
Intruder broke glass in front door, entered and BEDFORD
searched premises, then stole car keys and drove off

in victim's car.

Burglar forced open rear patio doors and stole BEDFORD

property.
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Three black males broke glass in front door, entered EARLSFIELD
and searched house. 1) Aged 18, in jeans and a

baseball cap 2) aged 18, in jeans and casual clothing

3) aged 20, no further description.

Intruder entered through front door and stole EARLSFIELD
property.

Intruder forced entry and stole. EARLSFIELD
Burglar forced front door and stole property. EARLSFIELD
Thief entered and stole. FURZEDOWN
Three 18 year old males kicked open door and GRAVENEY

entered. 1) Black, in dark clothing and carrying a
Kwik Save carrier bag 2) white, no further description
3) black, in a beanie ha and kicking a football.

Two 22 year old black males entered hostel through GRAVENEY
front door, then forced locked room door and stole

property.

SOUTHVIEW CLOSE Intruder forced door and stole TV & DVD player. GRAVENEY

TREVELYAN ROAD Whilst victim and her child were asleep intruder GRAVENEY
entered through open back door and stole property.

TREVELYAN ROAD 24 year old Asian male stole property from victim's GRAVENEY
address.

ENDLESHAM ROAD Burglar broke in and searched premises. NIGHTINGALE

Burglary 03/04/2007 2100 04/04/2007 0750 HEBDON ROAD Thief broke pane of glass in rear door, searched TOOTING

dwelling premises and stole cash.
Burglary 03/04/2007 1300 03/04/2007 1700 TOOTING HIGH Intruder broke glass and forced lock off door in TOOTING
dwelling STREET attempt to enter.
