Attached are details of the street crimes and burglaries reported to Tooting police between 6 December and 14 December, 2007

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STREET CRIME

Method Ward

Four white males, aged 16 and 18, hit victim, causing injuries to his nose and elbow, then stole BALHAM
cash. One wore a grey hooded top and black trousers, one had a blue and grey hooded top and

blue jeans and another had a black hooded top, blue jeans, black jeans and a black baseball cap.

15 year old black male demanded victim's mobile phone, then attempted to take her bag by force. BALHAM
He was wearing a navy sweater and dark trainers.

15 year old white male in dark clothing snatched victim's mobile phone. BEDFORD

Victim was attacked by four white males, two aged 18 and two aged 16, who caused head injuries BEDFORD
and knocked out several teeth, then stole cash.

Five thieves attacked victim and stole mobile phone and cash. 1)- 4) Aged 15, black, male, in BEDFORD
dark hooded tops 5) female, black, aged 15, in a dark hooded top and dark trousers.

Five black males punched victim and attempted to steal his phone. One was aged 20, in a black BEDFORD
jacket.

Victim was punched by 20 year old black male, dressed in a grey hooded top and a baseball cap BEDFORD
with a red rim, who attempted to steal his phone.
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Four black males assaulted victims, searched them and stole jacket. They were all wearing dark
hooded tops; three were aged about 20 and one about 17.

Thief, no description, tried to grab handbag.

Three 18 year old black males used force to steal from victim. One wore a dark hooded jumper
and another had a grey hooded jumper and a blue tracksuit.

Two Asian males, aged about 17 and 18, threatened victim with a knife and stole property.
16 year old black male threatened to hit victim, then stole Ipod and phone. He was wearing a
white and yellow Nike tracksuit, light trousers and a light baseball cap.

Victim robbed by an 18 year old black male.

Two Asian males, aged 17 and 18, stole property from victim by force.
