Two 17 year old black males threatened victim and stole
property. 1) Wearing blue jeans and a red New Era baseball
cap 2) wearing a grey New Era tracksuit, grey New Era
baseball capo and white and blue Nike trainers.

44 year old black male demanded money for drugs, then

searched victim and stole cash.

Two 17 year old males, one black and one white, blocked
victim's path, forced him off his bike and stole it. One was in
all blue clothing and the other had blue tracksuit trousers.
Four thieves used force against victim and stole property. 1)
Female, black, aged 15, in a short sleeved pink top 2) male,
black, aged 16, in a short sleeved red top and red jogging

trousers 3) & 4) male, black, aged 16.

30 year old black male in jeans and a t-shirt followed victim
from care home then stole money and cash card from him

at ATM.
