Attached are details of the street crimes and burglaries reported to Tooting police between 8 November and 16 November, 2007
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11/11/2007
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STREET CRIME

Method Ward

Three 20 year old males attacked victim from behind and stole the phone from his pocket. 1) Male, black, in a dark BEDFORD
grey tracksuit 2) male, black 3) male , white.

Three males entered through open patio door and demanded money and drugs at knife point. One searched the EARLSFIELD
house whilst one watched witnesses. Keys and electrical equipment taken. 1) Male, black, aged 18, in a black jacket

and black jeans, with a balaclava over his face 2) aged 18, black, male, in a hooded top and a baseball cap, with his

face covered 3) no description available.

Two black males, aged 21 and 23, took cash box from security guard. EARLSFIELD

20 year old white male punched victim in the face and stole the mobile phone from his pocket. FURZEDOWN
Victim was hit on the back with a spade by a white male, aged 20, dressed in a blue hooded jumper, blue jeans and FURZEDOWN

white trainers, who stole his bag.

Thief demanded property, then hit victim on head and stole phones and bag. FURZEDOWN

Three males demanded property from victim. He ran off, but was hit on the head with a mallet and tripped over, and FURZEDOWN
his phone and wallet were taken. 1) Black, aged 17, in a grey hooded top and grey trousers 2) black, no further
description 3) no further description.

Two black males asked to see victims' phones, and one was punched repeatedly when he asked for it to be given GRAVENEY
back. 1) Aged 16, in a black woollen hat, black jacket and black tracksuit trousers, and carrying a grey rucksack 2)

aged 14, no further description.

Two 18 year old black males followed victim, then stopped him, demanded property and tried to steal his laptop NIGHTINGALE

computer. 1) Wearing dark clothing 2) wearing a dark jacket and a grey hooded top.

Two female victims were thrown to the ground and their handbags were stolen by five 20 year old black males in dark NIGHTINGALE
hooded clothing.

Two black youths, aged 12 and 15, assaulted victim, stole his mobile phone and threatened him with further violence TOOTING
if he told police.

Victim was pushed to ground by three thieves who kicked his head and stole his mobile phone. Two were 14 year TOOTING
old black males and one was an 18 year old white male.
Three 20 year old Asian males took items from shop then slapped victim because he refused to let them pay at a TOOTING
later date, then attempted to steal till.
Three 14 year old girls threatened to assault victim, then stole property. 1) Black, in a green jumper and black TOOTING
trousers 2) white, in a green jumper 3) wearing a green jumper, no further description.

14/11/2007 1230 Burglar broke back window, entered and removed property. BEDFORD

13/11/2007 1305 Two 30 year old white males, one in jeans and a jacket, were allowed into care home EARLSFIELD
after posing as surveyors, but left when victim threatened to call care worker. Phone

line later found cut.

Burglar forced side gate then attempted to break in through bathroom window and  EARLSFIELD

patio door.

Burglar repeatedly kicked door, waking occupant. EARLSFIELD
09/11/2007 1320 22 year old black male rang doorbell, then broke in when he did not get an answer. NIGHTINGALE
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WHO TO CONTACT IF YOU CAN HELP?

He was then disturbed in hallway. He was wearing a grey woollen hooded top.

Intruder slipped latch, entered flat and stole property.

Burglar forced sash window, breaking latches, entered and stole three laptop
computers.

25 year old black male entered building, assaulted woman by hitting her head
against wall, then punched her and broke her mobile phone. He was wearing a
brown leather jacket, grey jogging trousers and black trainers.

Two thieves, one male and one female, both black, slipped latch on front door,
entered house and stole laptop computer. Both were wearing dark clothing.

Intruder entered and stole items.

Thief entered and stole watch.

Burglar slipped latch on communal door then forced door of flat and stole laptop,
camera and cash.
