Attached are details of the street crimes and burglaries reported to Tooting police between 10 January and 17 January, 2008
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STREET CRIME

Method Ward

Victim threatened with knife by a white male who demanded money. He was wearing a black Armani jacket BALHAM
and black trousers.

Three 15 year old black females surrounded victims, pushed them and stole money and a purse. 1) Dressed BALHAM
in black trousers and a green jumper with a crest 2) in a black and white striped jacket and dark trousers, and
carrying a clear umbrella 3) wearing a green jumper with a crest, possibly Chestnut Grove school uniform,
and black trousers.
BEDFORD

Six black females threatened victim and demanded property. 1) Aged 16, in a white beanie hat 2) aged 16, in EARLSFIELD
a pink and black checked hooded top and jeans 3) aged 16, in a grey, possibly tweed, hooded coat 4) 5) & 6)

aged 14, 15 and 16.

Two 17 year old black females grabbed victim around the neck from behind, forced her to the ground and EARLSFIELD
stole her mobile phone. One wore a long grey hooded jacket and the other had a dark grey woollen jacket,

dark trousers and large hoop earrings.

Three 20 year old males asked victim for a cigarette, then attempted to search him. 1) Black, dressed in a EARLSFIELD
dark hooded duffle coat and a dark baseball cap 2) black 3) no further description.

16 year old black male in a black tracksuit threatened victim and demanded property. FURZEDOWN
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BURGLARY

Method Ward

Intruder broke glass panel in attempt to enter but was scared off by dog. BALHAM

25 year old white male, dressed in a beige tracksuit, white t-shirt and trainers, BALHAM
posed as a window cleaner to gain entry, then stole large quantity of jewellery.

Front door of flat kicked open by thief who then stole property. BEDFORD
Burglar kicked front door several times in attempt to enter. BEDFORD
Burglar broke in and stole items. EARLSFIELD
Intruder slipped latch on second floor flat, entered and searched. EARLSFIELD
Thief stole mobile phone from windowsill. EARLSFIELD
Burglar broke through bottom of kitchen door and entered. EARLSFIELD

Burglar entered through ground floor bedroom window and stole large amount FURZEDOWN
of property.

Intruder entered through front door and stole property. FURZEDOWN
Intruder forced latch on front sash window, entered and stole. GRAVENEY
Burglar entered through front door. GRAVENEY

Intruder slipped latch on communal door and door of ground floor flat, entered GRAVENEY
and stole property.

Intruder slipped latch on communal door then forced door of flat and stole GRAVENEY
items.

Front door forced open by burglar who entered and stole television set. GRAVENEY
Thief entered through living room window and searched through victim's NIGHTINGALE
jacket pockets.

Thief entered through ground window, searched all rooms and stole items. NIGHTINGALE
