STREET CRIME
Method
Two thieves grabbed victim's arm and stole her shoulder bag. Both were
14 year old white boys, one in a black hooded tracksuit and the other in
a blue/grey hooded tracksuit.
Three white boys aged 14-16 demanded victim's phone and searched his
pockets.

Thief stopped victim and asked her for the time, then she was grabbed
from behind by a second man. They threatened her with a knife and
demanded money, but ran off when disturbed by passers-by. 1) Male,
black, aged 32, in red, green and gold vest 2) male, white, aged 27, in
white vest and fracksuit frousers.

Thief grabbed victim's phone from behind, hitting her on the side of the
head. He was white, aged 20, in a blue hooded top, blue jeans and
white trainers.

Two 14 year old black boys demanded victim's phone, punched him and
took the phone. They were both wearing school uniform, black trousers
and coatfs.

Two 15 year old black boys in dark jackets pushed victim to the ground
and stole her handbag.

41 year old black female grabbed victim's shoulders from behind and
tried to steal her bag, but left after intervention from passers-by. She was
wearing a black long sleeved shirt with a high neck, black frousers, white
trainers and a black woollen hat.

Four 16 year old black males and one 16 year old black female robbed
victim. No further descriptions available.

Two thieves stopped victim, ordered him to give them his money and
then held him and searched him. 1) Male, black, aged 25, in a dark blue
jacket, black trousers and red and black school tie 2) male, black, aged
15, in black jacket, black trousers and red and black school tie.
Schoolboy victim was called over to a group of youths. One grabbed him
around the throat and threatened him while another searched his
pockets and stole his phone. 1) Male, Asian aged 16, in a green hooded
jacket 2) male, white aged 17, in a navy hooded top, blue Armani
trousers and black Timberland shoes.

Two 20 year old black males pushed and threatened victim then stole
property from him. One wore a black hooded top and black jogging
trousers and the other had a black leather coat and dark jogging
trousers.

By three white males 1) Aged 16, in an Adidas tracksuit 2) aged 18, in a
navy blue Nike rain jacket with a dark hooded top underneath, navy
tracksuit trousers and a woollen hat 3) aged 17, in dark clothing with a
dark puffa jacket.

Burglary PARK 15/11/2005 2230 15/11/2005 2250 Four black males, aged 22, knocked on

dwelling VILLAS,BLACKSHAW front door and when opened pushed their
ROAD way in.

Burglary SUMBURGH ROAD 11/11/2005 114511/11/2005 1155 Burglar forced open the side gate leading

dwelling to the garden of flat and then forced open

the kitchen window and searched the
premises. He was white, aged 25, wearing
a black woollen hat with "Siemens" on it.

Burglary SUMBURGH ROAD 11/11/2005 1158 White male aged 25, in black beanie hat

dwelling attempted to force open window with
jemmy.

Burglary WELHAM ROAD 12/11/2005 2125 25 year old white male, in black hat and

dwelling dark clothing, forced entry.
