Method

Four thieves, all in dark hooded tops, punched and hit victim with a metal pole, knocked him to the
ground and stole his phone and rucksack.

Group of males stole property by force.

Six thieves hit victim with weapon and stole property. Three were black males, aged about 18. Two
wore black hooded tops.

A group of males, no further description, dragged victim off his moped, assaulted him and stole property.

Victims threatened with a knife and hit with a stick by two 16 year old males, one white and the other of
Mediterranean appearance, who demanded property.

Two white males, aged 20, broke open door of shop, attacked shopkeeper and stole bottles of drink.
One wore a grey jumper or jacket and black trousers; the other had a black jacket and a black baseball
cap with a gold cross on top.

Robbery FERNTHORPE 14/12/2007 2110 Six black males entered store, attacked victims and demanded money from till, but left empty-handed.

Thief entered, possibly through communal door left open by occupiers, and stole
two bikes from hallway.

Thief entered and stole.

Two intruders broke open door of flat whilst occupier was inside and stole
property, including keys to vehicle, which they also stole. One was a 20 year old
white male in a black hooded top; no description of the second one.

Burglar broke rear window, but left when alarm was activated.

Intruder broke through rear garden fence, then used garden chair to reach rear
door, which he damaged in attempt to enter.

Intruder entered rear garden,- climbed up to balcony and tried, but failed, to gain
entry. He then climbed to third floor, broke window with a stone, entered and
searched premises, leaving through front door.

Thief forced rear window and stole passport and electrical equipment.

30 year old black male rang door bell several times; when the occupier failed to

answer he tried to slip the latch, but was prevented from entering by mortice lock.

Two 16 year old males broke ground floor front window, and attempted to enter
but were disturbed by a neighbour and ran off. One was Asian, in a dark hooded
top and the other was white, in a grey hooded top.

Intruder entered and stole.

Back door forced open with a tool, then room doors forced

Four 19 year old black males entered, armed with a baseball bat, attacked
occupiers and stole property. One wore a black tracksuit with a white skeleton
design on, and another had a light and dark blue tracksuit and a light and dark
blue bandana.

ASSISTANCE

Putney Police Sector Office, Putney High Street (next to the cinema), for crime prevention advice, property marking, etc. Open from Monday to
Friday between 11am and 2pm and on Saturday from 10am to 2pm.
