Suspect attempted to enter property using a blunt instrument
but not entfry not gained

2 suspect(s) forced entry by smashing a rear window.

Suspect forced entry through locked window and stole
property. Car also stolen.

Suspect stood on dustbins, lifted roof of shed and removed a
pedal cycle

Suspect kicked the front door of the flat causing the rimlatch
to fail, entered but was disturbed by return of owner.
