STREET CRIME
Method

Two 20 year old black males held victims arms from behind and used force to steal her property. One was wearing
a black hooded top with white writing on and the other had a dark hooded top and dark tracksuit trousers.

Two black males, aged 19, approached victim from behind, punched her on the head and stole her handbag. One
was wearing a grey tracksuit and the other had dark clothing.

Two 20 year old black males punched victim and stole mobile phone.

Four male thieves aged 17-18, ran up behind victim and snatched her shoulder bag.

Three black males, aged 15, 18 and 20, demanded property and threatened to stab victim.

17 year old white male held knife against victim, pushed her to the ground and punched her in the face, then stole
her bag and phone. He wore a grey hooded tracksuit.

Three thieves hit victim and stole his bicycle and phone. 1) Male, black, in a grey hooded top and jeans 2) male,
black, aged 17, in a black hooded top and jeans 3) male, black, aged 17, in a white hooded top, jeans and a black
and white bandana.

Victim was grabbed from behind by a 22 year old male who stole her handbag. FURZEDOWN
Black male threatened to assault victim, then grabbed his mobile phone. He was wearing dark clothing and a black GRAVENEY
baseball cap.
Whilst victim was in car a black male broke the passenger window and stole two bags. He was wearing a light grey NIGHTINGALE
hooded top, dark trousers and a dark scarf with white stripes.
Two 17 year old black males threatened victim, forced him to withdraw cash and stealing the cash and a mobile NIGHTINGALE
phone. One wore a red and white checked shirt and blue jeans and the other had a black hooded top and a black
baseball cap.
Two black males threatened to stab victim with a knife and stole his mobile phone. 1) Aged 16, in a leather jacket, NIGHTINGALE
red t-shirt, black cap, blue jeans and dark grey trainers. He also wore a thick silver chain. 2) Aged 18, in a light
brown long-sleeved t-shirt, light blue jeans, red. black and grey trainers and carrying a black bandana.
Thief, no description, asked to use victims' mobile phone. When they refused, he grabbed one of them by the arm TOOTING
and threatened to hit her, then stole property.
Victim's phone snatched by a male in a brown hooded top, light grey jeans and white trainers. TOOTING
Five thieves demanded money and cigarettes and assaulted victim. 1) Female, black, aged 16, in a pink top and TOOTING
light blue jeans 2) male, black aged 17, in a grey puffa jacket and dark trousers 3) aged 17, black, male, in a dark
hooded top, dark trousers and dark trainers 4) aged 18, male, black, in black jeans and a black top 5) aged 17,
male, black, in a dark blue coat with a fur collar and white embroidery on shoulders and blue tracksuit trousers.
18 year old Asian male, wearing a white hooded top and white tracksuit trousers, punched victim in face and stole =~ WANDSWORTH
her mobile phone. COMMON

latch on door, entered and stole property.
1410 18/10/2007 1800 Intruder forced porch door, then attempted to force front door. He then FURZEDOWN

went to the back of the house and broke a large window, entered and stole



laptop computer.

Burglary GREYSWOOD STREET  20/10/2007 1200 21/10/2007 1230 Intruder forced sash window, entered and searched premises, then left FURZEDOWN
dwelling through front door.
Burglary CHESTNUT GROVE 21/10/2007 1755 21/10/2007 1800 Two thieves climbed rear garden fence, then tried to push open back door. NIGHTINGALE
dwelling One was black, aged 20, in a green bomber jacket and jeans; the other

wore jeans- no further description.
Burglary RAVENSTONE STREET  17/10/2007 1330 18/10/2007 0650 Burglar broke glass in front door and climbed in. He then opened back NIGHTINGALE
dwelling door and took key.
Burglary TRINITY ROAD 22/10/2007 1230 22/10/2007 1730 Intruder slipped latch on front door, entered and stole property. NIGHTINGALE
dwelling
Burglary VERONICA ROAD 20/10/2007 2345 Burglar slipped latch on communal door, then forced internal flat door. NIGHTINGALE
dwelling This triggered the alarm and he left.
Burglary MOFFAT ROAD 18/10/2007 1415 19/10/2007 0010 Intruder entered through front door and searched bedrooms. TOOTING
