Robbery BALHAM HIGH ROAD  22/03/2007 1443 Two males in red/black coats and woollen hats forced security BALHAM
business guard to drop cash box, then stole it.

Robbery YUKON ROAD 27/03/2007 0815 35 year old black male grabbed victim's handbag and stole it after BALHAM
personal a struggle in which she was injured. He wore a white t-shirt and
property dark clothing.
Robbery BEDFORD HILL 26/03/2007 1815 Two 17 year old black males demanded property, then punched = BEDFORD
personal and kicked victim. One wore a dark fleece jacket and dark trousers
property and the other had a white t-shirt and dark trousers.
Robbery SOUTHCROFT ROAD 21/03/2007 1700 Thief used force to steal victim's mobile phone. He was a black FURZEDOWN
personal male, aged 17, in a beige hooded top and faded blue jeans.

Robbery THRALE ROAD 22/03/2007 1910 Two thieves threatened to stab victim and took his mobile phone = FURZEDOWN
personal and bike. 1) Male, white, aged 19, in a grey tracksuit, black
property baseball cap, ands a grey baggy jacket 2) male, aged 18, black, in

a silver padded jacket, baggy blue jeans and a black beanie hat.
Theft SOUTHCROFT ROAD 26/03/2007 0200 Mobile phone taken from victim's pocket by a 15 year old black FURZEDOWN
snatch male in dark clothing.
Robbery FALLSBROOK ROAD 27/03/2007 2348 Victim was grabbed from behind and pushed to the ground by a 19 FURZEDOWN
personal year old black male who stole her bag. He was wearing a grey
property hooded top, baggy jeans and a baseball cap, and rode off on a

mountain bike.
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12 year old boy in school uniform, armed with a pair of pliers,
threatened victim and demanded his phone.

Asian male, aged 30, in a brown jumper and black jeans, took
property from victim's pocket. When victim tried to take it back he
was punched on the head and kicked on the thigh.

Two black males threatened victim, punched him and stole
property. Both wore black hooded tops and black bandanas; one
was aged about 17.

17 year old black male asked to see victim's iPod, then snatched it.

Victim was pushed to the ground and the phone taken from him by
a 15 year old female, no further description.

Three black males hit security guard from behind, pushed him into
van and then stole cash box before driving off in Audi car. One
wore a green army style zipped hooded top and one had a green
and black baseball cap.

As victim was sitting in passenger seat ov vehicle a black male,
aged about 32, grabbed her bag and ran off.

Black male, 18 yrs, demanded property from schoolboy, then
punched him on nose. He was wearing black clothing with a black
Nike hooded top.

Three black males, aged about 16, surrounded and intimidated
victims, then searched them. One wore a dark blue hooded coat
and one had a dark blue hooded top, black tracksuit trousers and
white trainers.

Victim was asked for money by three 30 year old black males, in
black clothing, who then snatched his wallet.

Thief, no description, grabbed victim's shoulder bag, dragging him
to the ground.
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Burglar forced open a front ground floor window then
entered and stole.

Two men posed as council workers to gain entry and
persuaded blind victim to sign a paper.

Burglar climbed onto flat roof at rear, forced window,
entered and stole.

Intruder forced ground floor window and stole
jewellery.

Thief stole property from communal area of block of
flats.

Intruder entered flat through front door, and stole a
laptop and cigarettes.

Intruder entered through communal door then forced
front door of flat and searched it.

Intruder forced front door, entered and stole car keys.

Burglar used garden tool to force open a rear window,
then entered and searched premises, putting chain on
front door to prevent owner's entry.

Intruder entered through unlocked window, then stole
several item, including victim's car.
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Two males entered through open patio door.

Thief fished victim's keys through letterbox and stole
car.

Intruder forced entry and stole.

26 year old black male entered through first floor toilet
window and stole two laptops from bedroom. He was
confronted by the victim and threatened to stab him.
He had a growth of stubble and was wearing a dark
brown fleece with a yellow logo.

Burglar broke glass panel in front door, entered and
stole.

Thief entered hostel, forced locked office and stole
computer equipment.

Burglar forced rear door and stole items.

Black male, aged 41, kicked front door.

Burglar forced front door and removed items.
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Two white males posed as plumbers to gain entry.
Whilst one ran the taps and distracted victim the other
searched through bedroom drawers. 1) Aged 20, in a
navy or black top with white writing across front 2)
aged 22, in a grey or beige top.

Black male, aged 20, in a light coloured hooded top,
rang door bell several times, then kicked open door
and stole several items, including a flat screen TV.

Burglar forced rear door, entered and stole.

Intruder attempted to force front door.

Two males posed as water board employees to gain
entry. 1) Mediterranean appearance, aged 50, in a
dark blue top, grey trousers and a black cap 2)
Mediterranean appearance, aged 24, in a dark blue
top and trousers.

Intruder entered ground floor flat and stole property,
before being disturbed by return of victim.

Intruder entered and stole.

Burglar forced window of conservatory in attempt to
enter.

Intruder forced entry and stole.
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Burglary HENDHAM ROAD 20/03/2007 2230 21/03/2007 0700 Burglar forced ground floor back door, entered and NIGHTINGALE
dwelling stole.

Burglary CALBOURNE 24/03/2007 0230 24/03/2007 0400 Intruder stole keys through letterbox, entered and stole NIGHTINGALE

dwelling ROAD property.

Burglary BRODRICK 20/03/2007 2300 21/03/2007 0900 Burglar broke open toilet window at rear, then entered NIGHTINGALE
dwelling ROAD and stole.

Burglary BRAMSDEN 23/03/2007 1700 23/03/2007 2210 Burglar broke down front door and stole property. NIGHTINGALE
dwelling ROAD

Burglary UPPER TOOTING 21/03/2007 1230 Intruder reached through letterbox in attempt to open TOOTING
dwelling ROAD latch on front door. He was a black male, aged 30, in

a green jacket and blue jeans.

Burglary SELKIRK ROAD 22/03/2007 0930 22/03/2007 2220 Thief forced entry to victim's room and stole cash. TOOTING
dwelling

Burglary DERINTON 24/03/2007 0930 24/03/2007 1930 Intruder broke in and stole. TOOTING
dwelling ROAD

Burglary BROADWATER 22/03/2007 1555 Black male entered and stole laptop. Victim gave TOOTING
dwelling ROAD chase and thief dropped computer. He was of medium

build, wearing a light coloured parka or jacket and a

light coloured beanie hat.
