Locally Agreed Priorities 
“We Asked, You Said, We Did” 

 
Your team are working on the following priorities, 
which are set by your ward panel: 
 
Anti Social behaviour by groups of youths 
The team have conducted extensive high 
visibility patrols, combined with a number of 
enforcement tactics including Acceptable 
Behaviour Contracts (ABCs). We are adopting a 
partnership approach, working alongside partner 
agencies such as Wandsworth Borough Council, 
to identify long term solutions and ways to divert 
young people in the area from causing anti social 
behaviour. 
Residential Burglary 
The team continue the ongoing initiative around 
residential burglary. Residents are reminded to 
be vigilant with regard to home security, 
particularly in the run up to summer. For crime 
prevention advice, or information regarding 
Neighbourhood Watch, please contact the team, 

Personal Safety Advice 
It is always worth letting someone know where 
you are going, the route you intend to take and 
when you expect to return. Think ahead and plan 
your journey.  

Try to avoid walking alone at night, and keep to 
well-lit main roads where possible, avoiding short 
cuts like alleyways, and wooded areas.  

Stay alert: be aware of what's going on around 
you. Wearing headphones or chatting on your 
mobile phone may inhibit this. 

Listen to your instincts, if you feel threatened, 
head for a safe place.
